The aerodynamics package may only be installed by a specialist workshop that has the required
special tools and manuals (servicing, repair, diagnostics, etc.).

All the work is shown for a LHD car, the same procedure should be used as appropriate on RHD
cars.

All the work is shown on the left-hand side of the car, the same procedure should be used as
appropriate on the right-hand side.

ltem numbers refer only to the overview drawings and to the texts next to the appropriate figure.

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2. Important painting instructions for the Mini (R50/R53) aerodynamic
components (only valid for repairs or primed version)

The aerodynamics package is supplied ready primed and must undergo the appropriate pre-
treatment. Follow the BMW / Mini painting instructions for all painting work.

Procedure: The aerodynamics package is made of PUR-R-RIM.

BMW Mini acrylic paint + 30% softface additive.
The maximum temperature for stoving the paint is 80°C.

E Check that all the parts fit accurately on the car before painting them. «

E If they are not fixed securely for painting and stoving the parts may suffer deformation. <

Safety instructions

It is essential to ensure that mechanical work or painting work does not destroy the model plate
or the embossing in the front apron, rear apron and side skirts or render it illegible.
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2. Important painting instructions for the Mini (R50/R53) aerodynamic components
(only valid for repairs or primed version)

A structured paint is required for highlighting the grained surface.
Structured paint: 0.5 litre 51 91 0 027 551 (Mini structured paint black matt)
1.0 litre 51 91 0 027 552 (Mini structured paint black matt)

It is possible to make the grain with an appropriately colour coded structured paint (ready-mixed
version being prepared)

The components all have a clearly identifiable masking line.
The graining must be completed after the top coat has been applied.
